The Solarize model was developed in 
Portland, Oregon and has proven highly 
successful in dozens of US communities 
since 2009. 

Last year climate and energy nonprofit  
NC WARN brought to Durham a highly 
successful program to expand solar 
power on  homes and businesses.

Since organizations like NC 
WARN and their volunteers are doing the marketing, the installers 
can afford to discount their regular pricing, and the Solarize price 
keeps dropping as more people make the decision to go solar. 

The Solarize program makes solar easier by pre-selecting the 
installers and by offering a website and free public information 
sessions to educate the community about solar tax credits, utility 
incentives, and financing options. All this makes solar accessible 
and affordable for a wider range of homeowners than ever before.  

Since NC WARN strongly believes that solar energy is for everyone, we are also working on models that would 
put rooftop solar within reach of low- and fixed-income homeowners and renters.

Everyone’s situation is different, but here’s a pricing example for a moderate-sized system:
